Reflection; Feast of the Holy Family

Anyone who reads the gospels will see that after the
great Christmas feast; the Holy Family had their share
of troubles and difficulties which caused them great
worry. Joseph showed a father’s courageous and
protective instinct as he did his best to shield the Holy
Family from hostility and evil forces. Upon learning of
danger in a dream, Joseph quickly took Mary and the
baby Jesus and left that night for Egypt.

The purpose of this feast is to show the importance and
sacredness of the family as the basic unit of church life.
The most elementary Christian community of our lives
is the family into which we are born. The parish
community provides an opportunity to reflect on the
quality of our home and family life mirroring the values
of the Holy Family. Family life is a full time job which
is not so much as parents and children living under one
roof as about their hearts beating together in harmony
and love. This will happen if the message of Christ in
all its richness is found within the four walls. Parents
teach their children by word and example. Almost
inevitably, conflicts, tensions and misunderstandings
emerge when people live in such close confines, so
patience and forgiveness are virtues that need to be
stressed.

No matter what age young people are at , home is the
place where they ought to feel free to talk about their
visions and dreams, troubles and difficulties. Parents
ought to spend time listening to them and encouraging
them in their endeavors to excel in life. They ought to
leave no room for complacency in matters of faith and
religion as they are the first teachers in the ways of faith
and morals. One of the great challenges facing our
families today is the time to pray and make time for
God. The age-old wisdom is true even now, namely, the
family that prays together stays together.

May this feast give the grace and blessings of peaceful
living and loving in our families.
